	Read the following story of a woman who disclosed that she was HIV positive.

	“I was diagnosed with HIV in 1994. I told everyone I know from Somerset Road to Somerset Hospital, from the Waterfront to the taxi ranks, down the road to my house, my home and my friends.

I felt it was my duty to tell people. I felt I needed to tell them. I needed them to know that this is not somebody else’s disease. We were lied to. Anyone can get HIV. They way it was presented to us, we thought it was definitely not a black thing.

I don’t know if it helped to tell people that day, but I know it got me a lot of enemies. I was the second black woman to come out and no one wanted to hear about it. I have a friend who said “I wish I had been there to hear you that day because I would have killed you myself.” I think she felt I had embarrassed everybody.

Sometimes it crosses my mind that I never should have disclosed. It takes a personal sacrifice to do it. I mean, it is a hell of a job to do it. But then again, if I don’t do it, then who is going to do it”.
